Full Proposal Instructions - 
1. Eliminate this instructions page prior to submission. Eliminate investigator instructions [any text contained in brackets] prior to submittal of proposal.

2. Instructions are embedded within the sections of proposal form.  The same proposal form is used for the Fishery Research Program and the Sea Lamprey Research Program.  Follow the instructions below for the program to which you are applying and disregard the specific instructions for the other programs.

3. Review the peer-review form prior to preparation of your proposal to ensure that all elements the reviewers will be asked to comment on have been covered in the proposal.
4. Use 11 point font for body text of the proposal.  Do not change font styles or sizes of the headings and subheadings of the form.  
5. All images and figures are to be imbedded in the proposal document as jpg or png file formats.
6. Do NOT put page numbers on the proposal or CVs.

7. Submit one completed budget page for each individual year of the proposed research.  Replicate the budget page as necessary to describe costs associated with each year of research.  IMPORTANT – If lines are added to or deleted from the budget spreadsheet, verify that the summation cells include all relevant category totals and total costs.

8. The budget table is written in Excel.  Double click to work on the budget pages.  If you are having problems, call 734-662-3209 then zero and ask to speak to a research program assistant.

9. Investigators at U.S. agencies or institutions MUST submit budget information in USD.  Investigators at Canadian agencies or institutions MUST submit budget information in CDN.  Publication charges should not be included in the budget in accordance with GLFC publication cost policy (see http://www.glfc.org/research/propolicy.php).
10. Projects may not have start dates before January 1, 2013.

11. Length of the body of the proposal (excluding contact page, budget pages, project summary, references, vitae, response letters, and items as listed below on instruction page) should not exceed 12 pages.

12. Items listed below (e.g., budget justification and description of in-kind contributions) should be addressed together on one separate page.  

13. Under “suggested reviewers”, PIs are advised that they should suggest reviewers who will not have a conflict of interest.  DO NOT suggest co-workers, thesis advisors, collaborators, or previous students as potential reviewers because they will not be able to sign the conflict of interest form.
14. CVs should not contain the pre-proposal header at the top of the page.  If submitting multiple full proposals please upload the same draft of your CV for each proposal.  
15.  All PIs submitting full proposals must upload an electronic copy as a Microsoft Word file to the online full proposal submittal system at:

http://research.glfc.org/Proposal/Login.cfm
Additionally and one hard copy of the proposal (including signatures of the PI and Administrative Official) must be sent to the commission (address at top of page).  Hard copies of the full proposals should be sent to the attention of the program to which you are applying.
Additional Proposal Documents (See Proposal Documents section of the online system):

1. Letter of Response:  Investigators are required to provide a letter responding to board comments from previous review.  

2. Letter of Support:  Investigators must (if applicable) provide a letter of support from any facility or agency which will be required to commit facilities, personnel, or other resources to conduct your research project (examples: use of field station raceway facility, staff support).
3. Budget Justification: On a separate page, justify PI salary recovery and large capital equipment purchases.  Faculty on 12-month appointments are not eligible for salary recovery.  Any other unusual expenditures (e.g., extensive travel) should also be justified.  Justifications must not exceed one page. 
4. In-Kind Contributions: Detail any in-kind contributions that will be used to conduct the proposed research (i.e., salary/wages, equipment, facilities, etc.). 
5. Sea Lamprey Procurement Form:  (Sea Lamprey Research Projects Only) Projects requiring agent assistance for procuring sea lamprey as experimental animals must provide a completed sea lamprey procurement form.
