Implementation Elements of Wetland Restoration

Successful on the ground wetland restoration requires intense planning, partnership and experience, whether in urban, suburban or rural environments.  This is due to the intense alterations of watersheds and the many diverse factors that must be dealt with to produce a successful wetland restoration.  Key in the process is determining a realistic goal for the project and what constitutes success. Other important factors are building partnerships, securing funding and permits, engaging professional engineering, and successfully implementing the restoration plan.  Costly delays and frustration can occur if any one of these factors is not successfully managed.  However, success is achievable and obtainable when good planners and implementers are engaged in the process.
